Primary School Report  - Mrs. Maloney

The vendor for the lockers has provided a materials price but not an installation price.  If we cannot get timely information we will check out other vendors.


We have all the permits from the town for the renovation of the existing building.  Work will begin next week and is scheduled to be done August 20.  There are 5 days built into the school calendar for next year to provide for schedule slippage.  Important for the work on the MCR end of the building to start first to give the science lab committee as much time as possible to work after the shell of the room is completed.


The 6/2 work party accomplished more than was expected toward dismantling and moving the library and computer room.  Many thanks to the volunteers – unfortunately we did not keep a list of who was present.


At the Principals’ meeting they discussed teacher training in connection with the science initiative - the curriculum focus for the upcoming year. 



We don’t know yet how much the new text book law will benefit us until we find out which books are used in the Newtown Public Schools.


The Diocese wants us to purchase “leveled readers”  ---- some of the diocesan schools use Houghton Mifflin, but not all are the same.  We have a textbook committee, headed by Mrs. Bokuniewicz, who are researching options.


Enrollment for next year is remaining steady.  Class sizes are all about 20.


We have a new administrative assistant, Lori Cash, who will start on August 15.  Heather Liberati leaves on June 30.  Mrs. Maloney will be available most of the summer except two weeks.  Due to construction she will be sitting in Sr. Thaddeus’ office.


Fr. Bob has expanded the size of the parish bulletin - the school and the HSA should make use of the bulletin as a vehicle for disseminating information.  Mrs. Maloney is trying to establish a regular school column.

Pre-School Report  - Sr. Thaddeus

This year was a good year and the closing events were wonderful.  Thanks to HSA for the financial help for some of the event supplies.


Enrollment is still in the high 90s but Sr. is getting many calls from parents of 3s that have decided to keep their children home. She would like to have an enrollment of 100 +.  She will put something in the parish bulletin.

Financial Report – Terry Tortora

The golf outing yielded a profit of $18,000.  We had budgeted $10,000, which has already been accounted for in this past year’s budget, so we have $8,000 additional to use.  It could be used to cover science lab costs but we will have to wait for the September meeting to vote on the expenditure.


Family fee collection 87% of pre-school families and 92% of K-8 families have paid. 

Unfinished Business

Science Lab – project is in good shape.   Being ready for opening of school depends on when the new room is ready.   We could “make do” for a week if it is not ready for the first day.


Moving Playscape – we need to find someone who could provide heavy equipment to accomplish the move.


Security fence – work will be done  July 7/8. Ian has done a good job with his research. 


Tuesday 6/12 work party  – scheduled to start after field day.  Volunteers can grab a bite to eat at the teacher luncheon we have planned for that day.   John will order from Carminuccios.


Walk-a-thon – will be held October 21.  We will have it on campus and have “passport” activity stations for the kids to circuit.  T-shirts will have the school logo on them.  Anne will get smaller sizes to accommodate pre-schoolers.


Volunteer mailings – Theresa will send a letter to this year’s chairpersons, thanking them and asking if they plan to continue next year.   With that information in hand, she will update the volunteer opportunities flyer and sign-up form to be included in the school’s summer information mailing scheduled to go by July 15.
